The Serbo-Bulgarian War (1885) entailed the need to establish a
special school for girls professionally trained in providing first aid. In
1900, the Bulgarian Red Cross Society founded in Sofia a small
specialised hospital ‘Red Cross’ providing free healthcare within
Bulgaria's first school for nurses ‘Holy Trinity Sisters of Mercy Society’.
Its first manager and attending physician was Dr. Petar Orahovats
(1900-1901), and hospital’s and school’s activities were regulated by
special rules of procedure. After 1909, the hospital moved to a new
building designed specifically for its needs by architect Kiril
Marichkov. It was equipped with the first ambulances in Bulgaria.

In 1935, by Tsar Boris lll decree, a specialised unit for emergency
medical care was established in Sofia: ‘The Emergency Medical Care’.

In 1945, the hospital to the Red Cross was reorganised and became
the main centre for emergency assistance in Bulgaria. At the end of
the 1940s, it was renamed to ‘The Emergency City Hospital’. In 1951,
the hospital was transformed into ‘The N. I. Pirogov Institute for
Emergency Medical Care’, 50 years later receiving the status of a
university hospital.

Providing emergency medical care in Bulgaria is a commitment of
every doctor, including medical students, paramedics, nurses,
Bulgarian Red Cross volunteers, and ambulance drivers. There are
specialised emergency medical centres throughout the country,
specialised departments in hospitals, as well as urgent and emergency
hospitals.

Under the Health Act, emergency care in Bulgaria is completely free
of charge.
